1. Junior League Cookbook Fundraiser
Members will develop, publish and sell a Junior League Cook-

book. A committee will be developed, with a committee and a mini-
mum of 4 committee members. The committee will begin work as 
soon as placement on the committee is complete. The committee will 
meet throughout the summer (frequency determined by the commit-
tee) to collect recipes, design cookbook and submit for publishing.

Morris Press Cookbooks will be the company responsible for 
publishing the cookbook. As such, the committee will be responsible 
for gathering at a minimum, 200 recipes, from the community. The 
proposed costs and profi t are as follows: (Morris Press Cookbooks 
price is subject to change based on specifi cs of cookbook, i.e. color, 
font style and size, etc..):

$4.10 * 400 = $1,640.00 (purchase amount- how much Morris 
charges to publish)

$20.00 * 400 = $8,000.00 (selling amount – how much we will 
sell them for)

$6,360.00
- ~100.00 (shipping)
$6,260.00 (profi t)

1. Kids in the Kitchen (KITK)

KITK as defined by AJLI is an initiative that teaches children 
about healthy eating by involving them in the preparation of their 
own meals and by equipping them with the knowledge they need to 
make healthy choices. As a signature project of the JLLC, this com-
mittee will establish a series of outreach activities as defined by the 
committee.

What do other leagues consider “outreach activities”?:
•	 Junior League of San Diego – 1 large event/year (~2000 in 

attendance)
•	 Junior League of Au Claire (partnering with Boys/Girls Club) 

– one event, one Friday of every month. A different event 
occurs at each (learning how to read nutritional chart, how to 
prepare a snack, etc…). Each event concludes with a healthy 
snack preparation

Potential Venues for Activities: 
Local Area Health Expo, Aggie Home Football Game, After 

School Programs, supermarkets, etc…

Outreach activities must incorporate partnerships with area non 
profits and other local events that are focused on promoting healthy 
lifestyles among children and families. Outreach activities may 
include a guest co-chair (or “Chef”).

Potential Partnerships:
•	 Potential non profit partners: Big Brothers Big Sisters, Boys 

and Girls Club, After School Programs, healthcare associa-
tions, government health department, local health care cen-
ters, schools, etc…

•	 Potential local area partners/sponsors: Las Cosas Manager, 
Lorenzo, Kelley (local area chefs), supermarkets, restaurants, 
food brands, nutritionists, health stores, kitchen appliance 
stores, dairy or other food good group councils (i.e…Chile 
and Pecan), etc…

In addition to promoting the KITK initiative, the committee 
must also make a commitment to coordinate with the membership 
development committee to ensure that outreach and recruiting take 
place at each event. This committee must also make the commitment 
to include the 2009-2010 fundraisers at each activity.

All projects of the JLLC are supported through fundraising and 
underwriting. This committee must participate in securing its own 
underwriting dollars in the amount of $2000 or more.

Funding for this project will be secured by the project reserve 
fund in the amount of $4000 for a total budget of $6000.

2. Building Blocks
Building Blocks has been a long standing signature project of 

JLLC focused on professional development for child-care providers 
of children ages 0-5 years of age. Building Blocks began in 2001.

Building Blocks would be voted in leading to an enhanced 
conference marking our ten year BB anniversary in 2011. This could 
include adding a professional development component for profes-
sionals working as managers or supervisors in this field or as the 
committee determines based on need. During this time research 
would be conducted to determine the feasibility of adding a profes-
sional development component including stronger collaboration with 
other community partners in this field. The years would be laid out as 
follows:

Current Year: BB would function as is but research would begin 
to determine if we can add a professional development component 
including who would attend, cost, speakers, certifications, financial 
cost, etc,. This may include an assessment of interest and needs of 
current managers and supervisors at the different day-care centers and 
Head Start programs. This professional development component can 
also be utilized as fundraising for this event if charging is not a finan-
cial barrier to attending. Committees would be assigned as follows:

•	 Program (speakers, booth rental, etc.)
•	 Logistics (location, date, registration, etc.)
•	 Public Relations (press, marketing, etc.)
•	 Underwriting (secure $2000 in underwriting)
•	 Evaluation (obtain data of past and present BB conference for 

purposes of grant funding and determine participant needs)
